It was shortlisted for the Victorian Premier’s Literary Awards,
the NSW Premier’s Literary Awards, the Age Book of the Year Award, the Colin
Roderick Award, the Westfield/Waverley Library Award for Literature and won the
2007 Newcomer of the Year Award in the Australian Book Industry Awards. It was
also selected for Books Alive 2007 and voted one of Victoria’s top 5 summer reads in
the State Library of Victoria's Summer Read program. Most recently, Alice has edited
the anthology Growing Up Asian in Australia.

More than 300 writers will appear at the 2008 Melbourne Writers Festival over 10
days from 22 — 31 August. Events are scheduled from 10:00AM until late in
Federation Square and other city venues.
